On a personal note, during her first 10 minute break, I had to let Martha know that her close friend had made her transition unexpectedly and that Martha needed to handle the funeral arrangements and officiate the service the day after the conference. What a profound example for me, of how she lives from her heart, the power and light that she is.  Martha didn't let her friend's passing affect her focus. What a true professional!

This year, our region had a huge breakthrough in the number of church conflict calls that were handled. We have reduced conflict in our region to nearly 50% of conflict in previous years! (And 50% below the national average for all church denominations!) Much of the credit goes to Martha's proactive approach as our regional peacemaking consultant.

The Great Lakes Unity Regional Board will happily and unreservedly give their recommendation for Martha Creek to share her work with other regions. Offering these teachings to reach a much broader audience would greatly benefit and move forward our Unity movement.
